We will study axioms of topological spaces and con-

sequences of these axioms. In the second part of the course, we will study basic topics of

algebraic topology, in particular the fundamental group, which is discussed in Chapters 9

and 11 of Munkres’ book.

Homework: Homework will be collected on Thursdays at the beginning of the class. You

may collaborate with fellow students but, if so, each student should contribute equally, and

the work you turn in should be your own, in your own words.

Grading Policy: There will be a final exam and possibly a midterm exam. The exam score

will count 50% of the grade, with the other 50% coming from the homework problems.
